Can the king
hear us if we all talk at once? What's the best way of
organizing ourselves to overcome this problem?

Shall we be in the past, present, or future? Are we all
men, all women, or mixed? Are we rich or poor? Do you
want to be frightened by this stranger or do we trust her?
Are we going to camp here or go a bit further?

What other ways might there be of looking at that
situation? What do you think of when you think of pirates?
How much choice do you want in what we do?
